MktVal (Assessor’s Market Value layer)
This layer determines the quality of the underlying land and its impact on property value.

Domain values for ‘MktValType’ field (accurate as of 6/24/2010):
2 = Flat
3 = Rolling
4 = Steep
5 = Wetland
6 = Floodway

Layers used to create the Market Value layer; Wetlands, Hydric Soils, Floodways, Slope.  They are listed in the hierarchy, where Wetlands (also uses Hydric Soils) supersedes Floodways and slope fills in the remaining area that is not floodway or wetland.  

What do the layers mean in relation to the domain?
2 = Flat (Slope)
3 = Rolling (Slope)
4 = Steep (Slope)
5 = Wetland (Hydric Soils & Wetlands)
6 = Floodway (Floodways)

Maintenance schedule:
Currently the layer is not getting updated.

Override values:
The field ‘Override’ is use to mark polygons that need to be forced into a Wetland ‘MktValType’.
