Site Plans

The naming convention for scanning Site Plans will consist of the following rules:

· Prefix of Tidemark Case Number (e.g., “fsr2002-00046”)
· 2 digit sheet (“08”)
· An underscore “_”
· Sheet Title (“Erosion Control”)
For example, the filename of the site plan for “fsr2002-00046”, which contains the erosion control plan on sheet 8 would be “fsr2002-0004608_Erosion Control”
By including the sheet title (e.g., erosion control), the Digital Atlas document summary will provide the user with greater understanding of the contents of each sheet.   As shown below, the list of the 8 scanned documents does not provide any description of the contents on each sheet.  Consequently, the user will have to open every document to observe the contents.
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Additionally, GIS will create a script that will parse the case number and sheet title from the above naming convention.  

· The script will also run the image through a compression routine to make sure it is tif, group IV compression image.  

· The script will rename the image to match the existing convention of <case number><sheet number>_<sheet title>.tif and move it to the asbuilt image directory for web access.  Currently that location is: \\olympus\gisdata\Images\asbuilts\spr.
